The fifth and sixth graders decided to make donations to a local food pantry. They saw a need for hygiene
items at these locations, so they made a project of looking online for the cheapest deals they could get as well
as calling and writing letters to local dentists and beauty shops for donations. The third and fourth grade stu-
dents decided to paint all of the fire hydrants in New Harmony. The students had a huge parent-help turnout
for the event that made it possible to paint all of them in one day! The students researched online and found
out which hydrants needed to be painted which color and set off on their service project. By the end of the day,
they had trimmed the grass and put two coats of paint on every fire hydrant in New Harmony.

The kindergarteners and first graders went to a local nursing home and talked to the residents about what they
needed. They saw a common need for something to look at in their rooms, so the students decided to hang
bird feeders outside each residentodés window and don
