It is indeed a pleasure to look back at the past fiscal year. Most notable is the generosity of the many
people who have donated their resources to allow the Posey County Community Foundation to
identify unmet needs in our county and make progress in meeting them.

To enrich the educational options of Posey County residents, the grants and scholarships that have
been awarded this past year amount to $147,250. New funds were also created as follows: The
Connie Kaye Gibbs Community Memorial Fund, the Whitney Wehr Memorial Scholarship Fund,
and the Maple Hill Cemetery Fund. Through our philanthropic efforts we ended our fiscal year with
nearly $7 million in assets.

CASH – Cash is a popular way to make a gift through the Community
Foundation, whether it is to honor or memorialize a friend or loved
one or to meet the donor’s personal charitable wishes.

SECURITIES – Gifts of securities can be an effective way to make
a charitable gift while avoiding significant capital gains tax – especially
if the appreciated securities are in the form of stocks, bonds, or mutual
funds which have appreciated a great deal since their purchase.

LIFE INSURANCE – Life insurance policies can also be a good
way to make a charitable gift. You may name the Foundation as the
beneficiary of a policy or you may donate a policy to the Foundation
and receive an immediate tax deduction, usually equal to the cash
surrender value.

TESTAMENTARY GIFTS – A bequest in your will or testamentary
trust can also provide a vehicle for charitable giving through the
Foundation. You may name specific contribution amounts or a 
percentage of the value of your estate or trust. These gifts help in
avoiding estate taxes.

CHARITABLE REMAINDER TRUSTS – Transfer cash, property,
or securities to a charitable trust and get immediate tax benefits. You
can receive income from the trust or name someone else to receive
the income at a specified rate. After the death of the last income 
beneficiary, the Foundation uses the remaining assets to support
your charitable wishes.

CHARITABLE GIFT ANNUITY – This tool for giving is a simpler
version of a Charitable Remainder Trust. Take an immediate tax
deduction for your contribution and receive an income for your 
life or the lives of your specified beneficiaries. At the end of the 
annuity contract, remaining funds will be used to support your 
charitable wishes.

PRIVATE FOUNDATION TRANSFER – Transfer all or part of
the assets from your private foundation to the Community
Foundation, yet retain your private foundation’s name and purpose.
Transfers of this type offer tax advantages, flexibility, as well as
administrative savings.

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Staunch environmental conservatives, Foster “Bud” and Virginia
Tolliver established an endowment nine years ago to support the
Envirothon team at New Harmony High School. Envirothon is a com-
petitive program for high school students that tests their knowledge
about current environmental issues and resources.
Problem-solving, research, communication, and
decision-making are among the skills required by
teams as they are challenged to develop creative
solutions to environmental problems.

The Tollivers grew up in Posey County and have
lived in New Harmony for 60 years. After Bud’s
discharge from the U.S. Navy in 1945, he and
Virginia operated a local business for forty years on
Main Street. Both were active in community affairs
during and after this period. Bud was mayor from
1973 through 1975. Virginia kept books and managed
the store. She was also active in Kappa, Kappa,
Kappa, and Harmonie Associates. The Tollivers are
members of Johnson United Methodist Church.
Bud is a charter member of the New Harmony
Kiwanis, a fifty-year member of the Workingmen’s Institute, a
Legionnaire, and a Past Master of Masonic, Arctic Lodge 394. 
The Foster and Virginia Tolliver Conservation/Environment Fund, 
established with the Posey County Community Foundation, helps
the Envirothon team cover program expenses.

“A fund established through the Posey County Community
Foundation can grow and continue giving, long after the donors are

gone,” said Bud. “Gifts that continue to give are meaningful
enhancements to society, and the Foundation has an enviable record
of achievement.”

As a further testament to their commitment to addressing environmental
issues, as well as their commitment to their New
Harmony home, the Tollivers recently established
another endowment with the Foundation. The Maple
Hill Cemetery Fund is designed to help preserve the
nearly 175-year-old resting place for many of New
Harmony’s historic figures.

“Maple Hill requires more than average maintenance,”
said Bud. “We believe that a meaningful fund,
which over the years should continue to grow, will
supply annual income to the cemetery and continue
to contribute long after we are gone.” The fund’s yearly
grants will be used to support general maintenance,
such as restoration of monuments and headstones
and landscaping, but a broader hope is that it will
promote an appreciation of the community’s history.

“These funds are reflective of the deep love and devotion the
Tollivers have for their community and their sense of doing public
good, which has been characterized by their many years of service to
New Harmony,” said Carole Rust, president of the Foundation’s
board of trustees. “We are delighted that the Foundation will be a
part of the Tollivers’ legacy to the people of New Harmony.”

It’s hard to imagine, but after just a little over a year of 
existence, the Posey County Women’s Fund awarded its first
grants. A total of $5,500 was awarded to support several 
programs that serve women and girls, among them an after-
school program for girls at Hedges Central,West Elementary,
and New Harmony schools.

The program combines strong “no use” messages about
tobacco, alcohol, and illegal drugs with opportunities to
build skills and self-confidence in academics, arts, sports,
and community involvement. Many parents, teachers and women volunteered their time
to assist with the program. Thirty-four girls aged ten to twelve have participated in units
on self-esteem, nutrition, body image, careers, manners, and money management.

“We asked the girls to give us some comments on the program so far and they’ve told 
us that it is fun, they enjoy the snacks, the time they have to just be with friends, and 
that they have learned that girls can do anything they put their minds to! We liked that one
the best,” said Jan Gmutza, program coordinator and home-school advisor at West
Elementary school. 

The Women’s Fund was established with the Posey County Community Foundation in
2004 by local women whose vision is to support programs of all kinds that directly benefit
the community’s women and girls. “I am really excited about the future of our Women’s
Fund,” says Barbara Givens, chair of the fund’s steering committee. “Helping women and
girls improve their lives will benefit everyone in our community.”
