Grants to 17 Organizations Serving Posey County

Posey County, Indiana – The Posey County Community Foundation’s board of trustees announced today that the foundation will award grants to 17 nonprofit organizations totaling over $61,000.

Each year, the Foundation invites nonprofit organizations to submit proposals for projects benefiting Posey County.  Support for these organizations is made possible by endowed funds created by donors who have entrusted the Foundation to determine where the community’s needs are greatest from year to year.  These funds, the Atkins Family Fund, ConAgra Fund, the Friends of Posey County Fund, the CountryMark Black Township Fund, the CountryMark Posey County Fund, the Memorial Fund of Posey County, the Robert and Carole Rust Fund, the Thomas and Nelda Hickey Fund, the Morris Family Fund, the Smithville Charitable Foundation Fund and the Roselle and Doyle Oursler Fund, have all contributed to making the following grants possible:

· Posey County Chapter, American Red Cross
$1,300 to purchase Professional Rescuer and AED training equipment.
· Zion Lippe United Church of Christ

$3,750.00 to fund fifteen (15) producer partners in the “Partners in Food” program to provide resources for local entities to provide food assistance for local needs.

$3,663 to purchase one freezer to store food which feeds the hungry.

$7,420 to fund one laptop storage cart and five Dell laptops to be used in the Laptop Learning Lab.
